Incident Summary
On 7/28/2020 dispatch received a holdup at the MetroPCS store located at 5540 New Cut Rd. Patrol Officers 
along with Robbery Det. Beahl responded and he took a report under 80-20-044875. The listed suspects were 
2 black males armed with handguns wearing masks and possibly driving an older model white over 
gold/tan/beige Ford F 150  It is significant to note that during this shift, our platoon responded to 3 armed 
robberies and 3 shootings. 

On 7/29/2020 Officer Wagner observed and began following an older white over faded red F 150 traveling 
towards Dixie Highway from the direction of the reported crime a few hours earlier. The age of the vehicle 
coupled with the very specific descriptor of being a "white-over" two-tone required further investigation He 
requested backup . From a distance he observed the vehicle pull  into the parking lot of Waffle House located 
at 10563 Dixie Hwy. He observed a young black male and a young white male exit the truck and enter the 
restaurant  Once backup arrived, the officers went inside and made contact with the males  Officer Wagner 
explained to the young men why they were being questioned and they stepped outside. Officer Wagner 
further explained the probable cause for detaining the two men and he was met with hostility. The black 
male refused to identify himself  The white male driver stated the truck did not belong to him and that he had 
just borrowed it from a buddy. 

The black male was causing such a disturbance that Officer Wagner placed him in handcuffs and later asked 
for assistance in putting the subject in the back of a patrol car. The subject walked towards the patrol car on 
his own  
(The lack of control of the suspect was discussed at roll call during the next shift with the entire platoon). I 
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personally discussed with Officer Wagner how de-escalating the situation by speaking in a lower voice to 
encourage an irate individual to do the same may have proven successful. Continuing to lecture the white 
male juvenile was unnecessary and unproductive. Officer Wagner watched the video with me and agreed. 
Once the black male subject reached the car he began shouting racial slurs at Officer Wagner and Officer 
Marson and squared off against officers resisting their efforts to put him in the vehicle  As he pushed 
against in active resistance to Officer Marson, Officer Livers quickly delivered a short burst of OC Spray to the 
subject's forehead and the subject's resistance diminished immediately and he was placed in the car.

PRP Fire (Unit 2283/Run#20072408) responded and flushed the subject's eyes out with water and he was 
placed back in the back of a patrol car. I advised Officer Marson to roll the windows down partially in the 
back in order to increase air circulation. The subject identified himself to me. Officer Marson arrested the 
subject for Menacing, Resisting, and Disorderly Conduct. I contacted Det. Beahl and he determined this was 
not a suspect in the earlier robbery and the vehicle was most likely not the truck involved but to have it towed 
until he could be sure.

Our platoon stays very engaged and aware through the shift  This same evening we located and arrested the 
occupants of a vehicle that was involved in a drive by shooting hours earlier. Information was gathered and a 
vehicle matching the description was located still in the division. Earlier this year Officer Pond located a car 
on Dixie Highway matching the description of an armed robbery that occurred earlier in the shift hours after 
the crime. The driver was wearing different clothing, but was identified in a show-up. The pistol and clothing 
used in the crime were located in the trunk  As a supervisor and former PTO, I teach to copy down city wide 
ATL/BOLO info and when time permits "bubble" at major intersections. The bubble technique allows the 
patrolman to view large amounts of traffic and spot similar vehicles that warrant further investigation. It is 
advised to gain traffic offenses prior to the stop  At a minimum these actions end in a field interview that can 
be forwarded to detectives, traffic citations to document people/locations/vehicles, and arrests of people 
wanted for recent crimes put out in ATL/BOLO communications. Officer Wagner did a good job of 
investigating felony crimes in the division. However, he did not do a good job de-escalating the situation or 
control the subjects. He was verbally counseled for his actions and respond to it very well.

Comments/Response From [ Police Major Micah Scheu ]

I recommend further review of this incident   With the significant time lapse, physical distance and 
discrepancies in suspect descriptions of the referenced robbery, I have concern about the justification for 
the detention by Officer Wagner.  The incident was reviewed and documented on a performance 
observation with Officer Wagner.  While his efforts to identify a potential suspect vehicle are indicative of 
proactive police work, his tactics and de-escalation techniques during this incident need significant 
improvement
